· Submissions will be accepted throughout the year with the final entries due the last parade night of April (to provide time for engraving for Annual Parade & Banquet)

· A committee of 3 parents, including 1 Board of Directors member, from the Association will select the top 2 entries to present to the Board of Directors for their final selection

Criteria:  a point system will be applied to applications/nominations

Such as:

· Type of volunteer service

· Hours applied 

· Initiative vs “voluntold”

· Personal outcome from the experience

· Motivation 

· Successful experience
